Please familiarize yourself with the program notes and music before introducing the selections to your students.   

Keep this in mind as you 

read the instructions below. 

 

• We recommend playing the pieces as much as possible so that the students will be stimulated by the “feel” of 

the music and will identify with the works.  After the pieces are played, you should discuss the selections 

musically, discussing musical attributes such as melody, rhythm, instruments, etc., according to your class’s 

specific abilities.  This year, there will not be a Discovery concert due to the interviewing and performance of the 

three conductor candidates.

Each child’s imagination should be allowed to show through in his or her work.  Remember, the judges will be 

looking for creativity and imagination, not necessarily artistic ability.  

 

• Please select the appropriate number of entries (see ) and submit the 

entries to The Symphony office.  Please have your judges to choose which entry best captures the “essence” of 

the music.

The school must send a minimum of 3 entries for each grade level that 

participates to be eligible.  A cash award for art supplies will be presented to each of the Symphony League 

Award winners at the Award Ceremony.
